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Why Caste Based
Reservation Is
Necessary

Equality is always among equals
and to treat unequals as equal is nothing
but perpetuating inequality. A recent out-
burst of a senior Congress Party leader
against caste based reservation is more
a reflection of his Brahmanical mindset
than based on any sound logic. It also de-
fies any meaningful sense that such a se-
nior leader holding an important position
of influence within the Congress Party lead-
ership should air his personal views in such
an irresponsible manner. The subsequent
rebuttal by the President of the Congress
Party barred the issue from snowballing
into an undesirable political controversy.
But the simmering discontent remains
among a large section of the upper strata
of Indian society on why should the reser-
vation policy continue? And if it has to be
there it should be on the basis of economic
criteria and not on caste.

It is pertinent in this context to ex-
plain here that caste based reservation
policy that is followed in the country is not
an anti-poverty programme of the govern-
ment. Caste based reservation policy is
also not a charity that the government be-
stows on the wretched of this country who
have been at the receiving end of human-
ity, human rights, equality and justice since
millennia. In actual sense the caste based
reservation stands for parity, representa-
tion, human rights and is a defence mecha-

nism against any and every case of caste
based discrimination and exclusion. Res-
ervation policy is a means to have equal
say in the policy making and governance
as well. Itis not against merit at all. Those
who oppose it on such grounds that it af-
fects merit and efficiency and that is why
the caste based reservation should not be
allowed to continue any more fail to see
the stranglehold of the iniquitous and anti-
human rights aspects of the caste system.
Treating a section of society which remains
on the margin in every possible sense un-
worthy of being equal is nothing but the hid-
den prejudices of the so called upper strata
of Indian society who clamour to maintain
their hegemony in every sphere as they and
only they have a rightful claim to rule over
others.

The hostility against the caste
based reservation issue bears testimony
to the fact that any attempt to alter the
power structure in society, economy and
polity is met with contempt for those who
are lower in the caste hierarchy. It also goes
to the extent of expressing their true
Brahmanical mindset by displaying their so
called superior intellect, intelligence, merit
and efficiency in a filthy and injudicious
manner and without any qualms against
such nasty behaviour of branding the
“Other” in a derogatory sense. The nefari-
ous designs of the caste systems that
thrives on graded inequality is still preva-
lent in its multiple forms which manifest it-
self in discrimination, exclusion and vio-
lence for the people lower in the caste hi-
erarchy through highly dehumanising prac-
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tices. There is thus a need for caste based
reservation to continue as long as the caste
system continues.

One always gets to hear the argu-
ment that the original reservation policy
was only for a period of 10 years and why
should it continue now or in future. Those
who speak on such lines do not even know
which reservation policy was meant for a
period of 10 year. Was it the policy related
to political reservation or the policy related
to education and jobs? They do not even
bother to find out why the political reserva-
tion has continued when it was meant for
only 10 years. Whether the reserved con-
stituencies in the State Assemblies and the
Lok Sabha are actually benefitting the
Dalits and Adivasis? The manner in which
delimitation of these reserved constituen-
cies have been put into practice leaves
much to be desired. The fate of the win-
ning candidates is always dependent on
the non-Dalit and non-Adivasi electorate.
Itis thus virtually impossible for any genu-
ine candidate to be elected from these re-
served constituencies. This is the only rea-
son which could explain the largest num-
ber of reserved constituency successes by
the parties like the Bhartiya Janata Party
(BJP), Congress Party and even others
whose core base of electoral support are
found to be among the non-Dalits and non-
Adivasis caste and communities. The joint
electoral system which was forced upon the
Dalits as a result of the blackmailing by
none other than Mr. M. K. Gandhi through
the Poona Pact in 1932 as against the
separate electorate system has for all prac-
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tical purposes closed the door for any
meaning political participation for Dalits in
the country. Moreover, the demerits of the
first past the post system is being ignored
and the separate electoral system or the
proportionate representation system have
been so much demonised that the need
for electoral reforms in country remains a
non-issue.

There is a need to extend the res-
ervation to the Dalit Muslims and Christians
and in private sector as well. Reservation
policy is one of the ways to empower the
disempowered. Several other special
measures are needed for complete social
transformation and economic emancipa-
tion. The arbitrary manner in which the spe-
cial provisions are being implemented
could be seen in the almost all the
programmes and policies at the central and
state level. An example which best illus-
trates this insincere approach by the gov-
ernments both at the centre and in the
states is about the Special Component
Plan (SCP) which is being renamed as
Scheduled Caste Sub Plan (SCSP) and
the Tribal Sub Plan (TSP). There are three
important elements attached with these
planning initiatives- proportionality in terms
of budgetary allocation as per the percent-
age of population, non-diversion of funds
and the funds thus allocated cannot be al-
lowed to lapse. But the sad story so far has
been such that not only the state govern-
ments but also the central government has
violated the aforementioned three ele-
ments of SCSP and TSP. Hundreds and
thousands of Crore’s have not been allo-
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cated in the annual budget both at the cen-
tral and state level. Funds which have been
allocated have not been used properly and
on the contrary they have been diverted
and also allowed to lapse without being
used at all with complete impunity by the
duty bearers.

Even in the current interim budget
presented by the Finance Minister on Feb-
ruary 17,2019, the budgetary allocation un-
der SCSP and TSP amounts to only 8.76%
and 5.53 % respectively as opposed to
16.6 percentage of Scheduled Caste and
8.6 percentage of Scheduled Tribe popu-
lation. The allocations made under SCSP
and TSP are to the tune of INR: 79,364.38
Crores where as the total allocations
should have been INR: 1, 39, 941.14
Crores. That means in actual terms Dalits
and Adivasis have been denied budget-
ary allocation running as high as INR: 60,
576.76 Crores. How could inclusivity be en-
sured in a situation where the government
itself violates its own policies and
programmes?

On the other hand the revenue fore-
gone of several types to the corporate sec-
tor runs into hundreds and thousands of
crores too. A venture capital fund of a mea-
gre amount of 200 Crore is announced in
the current interim budget with the aim of
supporting small entrepreneurship among
Dalits. The question that needs to be
asked is: why the priorities of the govern-
ment are so lop sided that it shamelessly
denies Dalits and Adivasis their due share

in the budgetary allocations and gives a
token gift in the form of a venture capital
fund of only 200 crore? This certainly is a
case of wilful negligence and nothing else.
What is well entrenched is the
institutionalised impunity and what is miss-
ing is the accountability in the system. No
meaningful intervention could be possible
if impunity enjoyed by the duty bearers is
not cracked and if the state and its several
agencies are not held accountable. Should
Dalits and Adivasis not demand repara-
tion for injustices of all kinds that are still
continuing?

With regards to the question as to
how long should caste based reservation
continue there can only be one answer. Until
and unless the attributes of the caste sys-
tem vanishes how could people belonging
to different castes as arranged in an inig-
uitous relationship be treated equal. It is
only the complete annihilation of the caste
system that would justify the need for do-
ing away with the caste based reservation.
Those who believe in political democracy
must also believe in social and economic
democracy or else the goal of establish-
ing an egalitarian society based on the
principles of liberty, equality and fraternity
would remain meaningless.

Fortunately, our hydroelectric
multipurpose schemes of Bhakra Nangal,
Damodar, Hirakund, and Tungabhadra
largely carry electric power to distant vil-
lages. Actually all villages of Punjab are
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now electrified. In some other states, also
electricity has travelled far into interior vil-
lage.

Large-scale farming with mecha-
nized ploughs will lead to vast increase in
production and therefore in rural prosper-
ity. Electrical motor will pump water from
rivers and from deep tube-wells for irrigat-
ing land. In a similar way, dairy and poultry
farming are springing up in villages like
Bally and Haringhata in West Bengal.

Rural economy rests on agriculture,
backed by small scale and cottage indus-
tries. The importance of the artisan find the
craftsman can hardly be over-stated. Am-
bitious project of developing cottage indus-
tries on the Japanese model may do some-
thing to change the outlook in our villages.

A modern village will have scope for
many new industries. The, future villages
of my dream will have all the amenities of
the city without the congested living. For a
city today is nothing but a concrete jungle.
Villages in many states have been brought
under the Panchayet system. They are now
expected to prosper and throb with new life,
with villagers moving at a faster pace.

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Importance of Water and
Water Conservation

Water covers 71% of the Earth’s
surface, and is vital for all known forms of
life. On Earth, it is found mostly in oceans
and other large water bodies, with 1.6% of
water below ground in aquifers and
0.001% in the air as vapor, clouds (formed
of solid and liquid water particles sus-
pended in air), and precipitation. Oceans
hold 97% of surface water, glaciers and
polar ice caps 2.4%, and other land sur-
face water such asrivers, lakes and ponds
0.6%. A very small amount of the Earth’s
water is contained within biological bod-
ies and manufactured products.

Water on Earth moves continually
through a cycle of evaporation or transpi-
ration (evapotranspiration), precipitation,
and runoff, usually reaching the sea. Over
land, evaporation and transpiration con-
tribute to the precipitation over land.

What is Water Scarcity?

Simply put, water scarcity is either
the lack of enough water (quantity) or lack
of access to safe water (quality) It's hard
for most of us to imagine that clean, safe
water is not something that can be taken
for granted. But, in the developing world,
finding a reliable source of safe water is
often time consuming and expensive. This
is known as economic scarcity. Water can
be found...it simply requires more re-
sources to do it. In other areas, the lack of
water is a more profound problem. There
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simply isn’t enough. That is known
as physical scarcity.

the globe survive on just over 1
gallon (4 liters) of water per day

° Potentially more than 3 billion

° 66% of the human body is water

° A person can only live without

water for approximately one week

How to save Water without changing
your life style
The average household consumes

approximately 240 liters of water per per-
son per day. That means that for a house-
hold with four people in it, 960 liters of water
is used every day which equates to
350’400 liters per year

How is this usage broken down? Would
you believe that only 3% of your total water
consumed is used for drinking and cook-
ing? The rest is used for the garden (35%),
toilet flushing (29%), bathing/ showering
(20%) and for laundry (13%). If we covert
these percentages to volumes, the aver-
age home uses 122’640 liters per year to
water the garden,101°616 liters to flush
your toilet, 70’080 liters to keep ourselves
clean and 45’552 liters to keep our clothes
clean! The other 10’512 liters per year is
used for drinking and cooking. Water
Rhapsody look to match water quality with
application. Municipal water for drinking
(for now anyway but this could change),
rainwater for showering, toilet flushing and
laundry and lastly, grey water for garden ir-
rigation. Acombination of all of our systems
can save you up to 90% on your water bills!

Rain Water Harvesting:

Ground water resource gets natu-
rally recharged through percolation. But
due to indiscriminate development and
rapid urbainzation, exposed surface for
soil has been reduced drastically with re-
sultant reduction in percolation of rainwa-
ter, thereby depleting ground water re-
source. Rainwater harvesting is the pro-
cess of augmenting the natural filtration of
rainwater in to the underground formation
by some artificial methods. “Conscious
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collection and storage of rainwater to ca-

ter to demands of water,for drinking, do-
mestic purpose & irrigation”

Broadly there are two ways of
harvesting rainwater:
1)Surface runoff harvesting 2) Roof top
rainwater harvesting
If you harvest your rainwater, your water
savings are even bigger as the water you
harvest is used for bathing, showering,
laundry and toilet flushing. Rainfall is sea-
sonal, but for the rainy months, you could
be self-sufficient in terms of water supply

Water is the most valuable re-
source of nature. Itis a endless creation
by god so people don’t take care of this
matter.

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Effect of social
media on youth

The influence of social media on
adolescents and teenagers is of particu-
lar importance, not only because this par-
ticular group of children is develop men-
tally but also because they are among the
heaviest users of social networking.

While social networking undoubt-
edly plays a vital role in broadening social
connections and learning technical skills,
its risks cannot be overlooked. The lack or
difficulty in self-regulation and susceptibil-
ity to peer pressure makes adolescents
vulnerable to such evils as Facebook de-
pression, sexting and cyberbullying, which
are realistic threats. Other problems such
as social network-induced obesity, Internet
addiction and sleep deprivation are issues
that continue to be under intense scrutiny
for the contradictory results that have been
obtained in various studies.

The American Psychological Asso-
ciation defines bullying as aggressive
behaviou’s by an individual that causes
discomport to another. Cyberbullying
ranges from direct threatening and un-
pleasant emails to anonymous activities
such as trolling. 32 percents of online teens
admit to having experienced a range of
menacing online advances from others.
While direct unpleasant emails or mes-
sages are the most straigh forward form
of cyberbullying, the rare probably by laeast
prevalent in that only 13 percent of sur-
veyed youngsters admittes to receiving

threatening or aggressive meassages.
Even forwarding a private note to a group
without permission from the sender is of-
ten perceived as cyberbullying. New
reasearch found that 15 percent of teens
were disturbed and uncomfortable about
having had their private message for-
warded or posted in a public forum. Few
also found that nearly 39 percent of teens
on social network have been cyberbullied
in some way, compared with 22 percent of
online teens who do not use social net-
works. Trolling, the act of deliberately in-
flicting hatred, bigotry, racism, misogyny,
or just simple bickering between people,
often anonymously, is also pervasive in
social network.

A very important cause for
cyberbullying is the anonymity possible on
the internet. According to stopbullying, gov,
two kinds of people are likely to be
cyberbullies- the popular ones and those
on the fringes of society; the former resorts
to such activities to stay popular or to feel
powerful, while the latter troll to fit into a
society or to get back at a society that
about three out of four victims of
cyberbullying eventually trace the identity
of the cyberbully, and so the anonymity may
not be as safe a net as the bully believes.
The cyberbully is often a friend (if they can
be called that without insulting the word or
sentiment) or someone they know from
school or outside.

Cyberbullying appears easy to the
bully because they do not see their victims
reactions in person, and thus the impact
of the consequences is small. In reality
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however the consequences can be life al-
tering to the extent that the victim could go
as far as taking their lives or become
pyschologically distressed enough to re-
quire medical intervention. The ironically in-
dividualistic nature of social networking
activities makes it difficult to recognize a
victim of cyberbullying. but tell-tale signs
include avoiding or being anxious around
the computer or cell phone and sudden
change in behavior patterns.

Sexting, the action of sending sexu-
ally revealing pictures of themselves or
sexually explicit messages to another in-
dividual or group, is another common ac-
tivity among the teen community in social
media. A nationwide survey by the National
Campaign to Support Teen and Unplanned
Pregnancy found a shocking 20 percent of
teen participating in sexting. While teen-
age boys resort to sending sexually explicit
or suggestive message in teeage girls are
more likely to send inappropriate photos
of themselves, mostly to their boyfriends.
However the permanence and pervasive-
ness of the internet makes it a fertile
ground for spreading such information to
the extent of getting viral - 17 percent of
sexters admittedly share the messages
they receive with others and 55 percent of
those share them with more than one per-
son. Beyond the personal trauma and hu-
miliation sexting may cause, there are ju-
dicial ramifications as well; some states
consider such activities as misdemeanors
while group sexting under felony.

Other risks of extensive social net-
working among youth are loss of privacy

sharing too much information and discon-
nect from reality. The digital footprint is a
permanent trail that users of social media
indeed of the Internet itself, leave the mo-
ment they sign into any service. The digital
footprint, by its performance, can have se-
rious reprecussions in future, in both pro-
fessional and personal areas of life. It is
important to know that every activity online
- posts on social media accounts, com-
ments left on various sites, tweets, reweets
and + 1s through years can contribute to
the digital footprint. Another serious risk is
the amount of information shared on so-
cial network sites.

Adolescence is the time to spread
wings and take the tentative first flight out
into the world, and parents and caregivers
must be part of the process. In the domain
of social networking, this entails parents
becoming educated about the advantages
and disadvantages of social networking
and themselves joining social networking
sites, to be aware of the activities of their
teenage wards. It is essential that parents
are aware of and monitor privacy settings
and online profiles of their wards. Open dis-
cussions about social network protocols
and eticquetted would go a long way in es-
tablishing global digital citizenship and
healthy behavior
