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Why Caste Based Reservation Is Necessary

Equality is always among equals and to
treat unequals as equal is nothing but perpetu-
ating inequality. A recent outburst of a senior
Congress Party leader against caste based res-
ervation is more a reflection of his Brahmanical
mindset than based on any sound logic. It also
defies any meaningful sense that such a senior
leader holding an important position of influence
within the Congress Party leadership should air
his personal views in such an irresponsible
manner. The subsequent rebuttal by the Presi-
dent of the Congress Party barred the issue from
snowballing into an undesirable political contro-
versy. But the simmering discontent remains
among a large section of the upper strata of In-
dian society on why should the reservation policy
continue? And if it has to be there it should be on
the basis of economic criteria and not on caste.

It is pertinent in this context to explain
here that caste based reservation policy that is
followed in the country is not an anti-poverty
programme of the government. Caste based res-
ervation policy is also not a charity that the gov-
ernment bestows on the wretched of this coun-
try who have been at the receiving end of hu-
manity, human rights, equality and justice since
millennia. In actual sense the caste based res-
ervation stands for parity, representation, human
rights and is a defence mechanism against any
and every case of caste based discrimination
and exclusion. Reservation policy is a means to
have equal say in the policy making and gover-
nance as well. Itis not against merit at all. Those
who oppose it on such grounds that it affects
merit and efficiency and that is why the caste
based reservation should not be allowed to con-
tinue any more fail to see the stranglehold of the

iniquitous and anti-human rights aspects of the
caste system. Treating a section of society which
remains on the margin in every possible sense
unworthy of being equal is nothing but the hid-
den prejudices of the so called upper strata of
Indian society who clamour to maintain their he-
gemony in every sphere as they and only they
have a rightful claim to rule over others.

The hostility against the caste based res-
ervation issue bears testimony to the fact that
any attempt to alter the power structure in soci-
ety, economy and polity is met with contempt
for those who are lower in the caste hierarchy. It
also goes to the extent of expressing their true
Brahmanical mindset by displaying their so
called superior intellect, intelligence, merit and
efficiency in a filthy and injudicious manner and
without any qualms against such nasty
behaviour of branding the “Other” in a deroga-
tory sense. The nefarious designs of the caste
systems that thrives on graded inequality is still
prevalent in its multiple forms which manifest
itself in discrimination, exclusion and violence
for the people lower in the caste hierarchy
through highly dehumanising practices. There
is thus a need for caste based reservation to
continue as long as the caste system contin-
ues.

One always gets to hear the argument
that the original reservation policy was only for a
period of 10 years and why should it continue
now or in future. Those who speak on such lines
do not even know which reservation policy was
meant for a period of 10 year. Was it the policy
related to political reservation or the policy re-
lated to education and jobs? They do not even
bother to find out why the political reservation
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has continued when it was meant for only 10
years. Whether the reserved constituencies in
the State Assemblies and the Lok Sabha are
actually benefitting the Dalits and Adivasis? The
manner in which delimitation of these reserved
constituencies have been put into practice leaves
much to be desired. The fate of the winning can-
didates is always dependent on the non-Dalit
and non-Adivasi electorate. It is thus virtually
impossible for any genuine candidate to be
elected from these reserved constituencies. This
is the only reason which could explain the larg-
est number of reserved constituency successes
by the parties like the Bhartiya Janata Party
(BJP), Congress Party and even others whose
core base of electoral support are found to be
among the non-Dalits and non-Adivasis caste
and communities. The joint electoral system
which was forced upon the Dalits as a result of
the blackmailing by none other than Mr. M. K.
Gandhi through the Poona Pact in 1932 as
against the separate electorate system has for
all practical purposes closed the door for any
meaning political participation for Dalits in the
country. Moreover, the demerits of the first past
the post system is being ignored and the sepa-
rate electoral system or the proportionate rep-
resentation system have been so much
demonised that the need for electoral reforms
in country remains a non-issue.

There is a need to extend the reserva-
tion to the Dalit Muslims and Christians and in
private sector as well. Reservation policy is one
of the ways to empower the disempowered. Sev-
eral other special measures are needed for com-
plete social transformation and economic eman-
cipation. The arbitrary manner in which the spe-
cial provisions are being implemented could be
seen in the almost all the programmes and poli-
cies at the central and state level. An example

which best illustrates this insincere approach by
the governments both at the centre and in the
states is about the Special ComponentPlan
(SCP) which is being renamed as Scheduled
Caste Sub Plan (SCSP) and the Tribal Sub Plan
(TSP). There are three important elements at-
tached with these planning initiatives- proportion-
ality in terms of budgetary allocation as per the
percentage of population, non-diversion of funds
and the funds thus allocated cannot be allowed
to lapse. But the sad story so far has been such
that not only the state governments but also the
central government has violated the aforemen-
tioned three elements of SCSP and TSP. Hun-
dreds and thousands of Crore’s have not been
allocated in the annual budget both at the cen-
tral and state level. Funds which have been allo-
cated have not been used properly and on the
contrary they have been diverted and also al-
lowed to lapse without being used at all with com-
plete impunity by the duty bearers.

Even in the current interim budget pre-
sented by the Finance Minister on February 17,
2014, the budgetary allocation under SCSP and
TSP amounts to only 8.76% and 5.53 % respec-
tively as opposed to 16.6 percentage of Sched-
uled Caste and 8.6 percentage of Scheduled
Tribe population. The allocations made under
SCSP and TSP are to the tune of INR: 79,364.38
Crores where as the total allocations should
have been INR: 1, 39, 941.14 Crores. That
means in actual terms Dalits and Adivasis have
been denied budgetary allocation running as high
as INR: 60, 576.76 Crores. How could inclusivity
be ensured in a situation where the government
itself violates its own policies and programmes?

On the other hand the revenue foregone
of several types to the corporate sector runs into
hundreds and thousands of crores too. A ven-
ture capital fund of a meagre amount of 200
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Crore is announced in the current interim bud-
get with the aim of supporting small entrepre-

neurship among Dalits. The question that needs
to be asked is: why the priorities of the govern-
ment are so lop sided that it shamelessly de-
nies Dalits and Adivasis their due share in the
budgetary allocations and gives a token giftin
the form of a venture capital fund of only 200
crore? This certainly is a case of wilful negli-
gence and nothing else. What is well entrenched
is the institutionalised impunity and what is miss-
ing is the accountability in the system. No mean-
ingful intervention could be possible if impunity
enjoyed by the duty bearers is not cracked and
if the state and its several agencies are not held
accountable. Should Dalits and Adivasis not de-
mand reparation for injustices of all kinds that
are still continuing?

With regards to the question as to how
long should caste based reservation continue
there can only be one answer. Until and unless
the attributes of the caste system vanishes how
could people belonging to different castes as ar-
ranged in an iniquitous relationship be treated
equal. Itis only the complete annihilation of the
caste system that would justify the need for do-
ing away with the caste based reservation. Those
who believe in political democracy must also be-
lieve in social and economic democracy or else
the goal of establishing an egalitarian society
based on the principles of liberty, equality and
fraternity would remain meaningless.

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Importance of Water and Water Conservation

Water covers 71% of the Earth’s surface,
and is vital for all known forms of life. On Earth,
itis found mostly in oceans and other large wa-
ter bodies, with 1.6% of water below ground in
aquifers and 0.001% in the air as vapor, clouds
(formed of solid and liquid water particles sus-
pended in air), and precipitation. Oceans hold
97% of surface water, glaciers and polar ice caps
2.4%, and other land surface water such as riv-
ers, lakes and ponds 0.6%. A very small amount
of the Earth’s water is contained within biologi-
cal bodies and manufactured products.

Water on Earth moves continually
through a cycle of evaporation or transpiration
(evapotranspiration), precipitation, and runoff,
usually reaching the sea. Over land, evapora-
tion and transpiration contribute to the precipita-
tion over land.

What is Water Scarcity?

Simply put, water scarcity is either the
lack of enough water (quantity) or lack of access
to safe water (quality) It’s hard for most of us to
imagine that clean, safe water is not something
that can be taken for granted. But, in the devel-
oping world, finding a reliable source of safe
water is often time consuming and expensive.

The
rest is used for the garden (35%), toilet flushing
(29%), bathing/ showering (20%) and for laun-
dry (13%).

Rain Water Harvesting:

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Why the Sky is Blue

The Atmosphere is the mixture of
gas molecule and other materials
sorrounding the earth. It is made mostly of
the gases nitrogen (78%) and oxygen
(21%). Argon gas and water (in the form of
vapour) are the next most commen things.
There are also small amounts of other
gases plus many solid particles like dust
soot and ashes, pollen and salt from
oceans.

The compositions of atmosphere
varies depending on your location the
weather and many other things there may
be more water in air after rainstorm or near
the oceans volcanoes can put large amount
of dust particles high into the atmosphere
pollution can add different gases or dust
an d soot. The atmosphere is thickest at
near the earth. It gradually thins out as you
go higher up. There is no sharp breaks be-
tween the atmosphere and space.

Light is a kind of energy that radi-
ates or travels in waves many different
kinds of energy travel in waves for example,
sound is a vibrating electric and magnetic
fields . Electromagnetic wave travel through
space at 299,792 Km/sec) this is called
speed of light. The energy of radiation de-
pends on its wavelength and frezuency
wavelength is the distance between the
tops of the waves frezuency that pass by
each second. The longer wavelength of
light the lower the frezuency and the less
energy it contains. Light travels through
space in a straight until it bumps into a bit

of dust or a gas molecules. Then what hap-
pens to the light depends on its wave
length and the size of the thing it hits.

The blue colour of sky is due to
Raylength scattering as light moves through
the atmosphere most of longer wavelength
pass straight through little of the red orange
and yellow light is affected by air .However
much of the shorter wavelength lightis ab-
sorbed by the gas molecules. The ab-
sorbed blue light is then radiate in differ-
ent direction. It gets scattered all around
the sky whichever direction you look some
of the scattered blue light reaches you
since you see the blue light from every-
where overhead the sky looks blue. As you
look closer the horizon the sky appears
much paler in colour. To reach you the scat-
tered blue light must pass through more air
some of it gets scattered away again in
other direction less blue light reaches your
eyes. The colour of sky near the horizon
appears paler or sometimes white.

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Effect of social media on youth

The influence of social media on ado-
lescents and teenagers is of particular impor-
tance, not only because this particular group
of children is develop mentally but also be-
cause they are among the heaviest users of
social networking.

While social networking undoubtedly
plays a vital role in broadening social connec-
tions and learning technical skills, its risks
cannot be overlooked. The lack or difficulty in
self-regulation and susceptibility to peer pres-
sure makes adolescents vulnerable to such
evils as Facebook depression, sexting and
cyberbullying, which are realistic threats. Other
problems such as social network-induced
obesity, Internet addiction and sleep depriva-
tion are issues that continue to be under in-
tense scrutiny for the contradictory results that
have been obtained in various studies.

The American Psychological Associa-
tion defines bullying as aggressive
behaviou’s by an individual that causes
discomport to another. Cyberbullying ranges
from direct threatening and unpleasant emails
to anonymous activities such as trolling. 32
percents of online teens admit to having ex-
perienced a range of menacing online ad-
vances from others. While direct unpleasant
emails or messages are the most
straighforward form of cyberbullying, the rare
probably by laeast prevalent in that only 13
percent of surveyed youngsters admittes to
receiving threatening or aggressive
meassages. Even forwarding a private note
to a group without permission from the sender
is often perceived as cyberbullying. New
reasearch found that 15 percent of teens were
disturbed and uncomfortable about having
had their private message forwarded or
posted in a public forum. Few also found that

nearly 39 percent of teens on social network
have been cyberbullied in some way, com-
pared with 22 percent of online teens who do
not use social networks. Trolling, the act of
deliberately inflicting hatred, bigotry, racism,
misogyny, or just simple bickering between
people, often anonymously, is also pervasive
in social network.

A very important cause for
cyberbullying is the anonymity possible on the
internet. According to stopbullying, gov, two
kinds of people are likely to be cyberbullies-
the popular ones and those on the fringes of
society; the former resorts to such activities
to stay popular or to feel powerful, while the
latter troll to fit into a society or to get back at
a society that about three out of four victims
of cyberbullying eventually trace the identity
of the cyberbully, and so the anonymity may
not be as safe a net as the bully believes. The
cyberbully is often a friend (if they can be
called that without insulting the word or senti-
ment) or someone they know from school or
outside.

Cyberbullying appears easy to the bully
because they do not see their victims reac-
tions in person, and thus the impact of the
consequences is small. In reality however the
consequences can be life altering to the ex-
tent that the victim could go as far as taking
their lives or become pyschologically dis-
tressed enough to require medical interven-
tion. The ironically individualistic nature of
social networking activities makes it difficult
to recognize a victim of cyberbullying. but tell-
tale signs include avoiding or being anxious
around the computer or cell phone and sud-
den change in behavior patterns.

Sexting, the action of sending sexu-
ally revealing pictures of themselves or sexu-
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ally explicit messages to another individual
or group, is another common activity among
the teen community in social media. A nation-
wide survey by the National Campaign to
Support Teen and Unplanned Pregnancy
found a shocking 20 percent of teen partici-
pating in sexting. While teenage boys resort
to sending sexually explicit or suggestive
message in teeage girls are more likely to
send inappropriate photos of themselves,
mostly to their boyfriends. However the per-
manence and pervasiveness of the internet
makes it a fertile ground for spreading such
information to the extent of getting viral - 17
percent of sexters admittedly share the mes-
sages they receive with others and 55 per-
cent of those share them with more than one
person. Beyond the personal trauma and hu-
miliation sexting may cause, there are judi-
cial ramifications as well; some states con-
sider such activities as misdemeanors while
group sexting under felony.

Other risks of extensive social net-
working among youth are loss of privacy shar-
ing too much information and disconnect from
reality. The digital footprint is a permanent trail
that users of social media indeed of the
Internet itself, leave the moment they sign into
any service. The digital footprint, by its per-
formance, can have serious reprecussions in
future, in both professional and personal ar-
eas of life. It is important to know that every
activity online - posts on social media ac-
counts, comments left on various sites,
tweets, reweets and + 1s through years can
contribute to the digital footprint. Another se-
rious risk is the amount of information shared
on social network sites.

Adolescence is the time to spread
wings and take the tentative first flight out into
the world, and parents and caregivers must
be part of the process. In the domain of

social networking, this entails parents becom-
ing educated about the advantages and dis-
advantages of social networking and them-
selves joining social networking sites, to be
aware of the activities of their teenage wards.
It is essential that parents are aware of and
monitor privacy settings and online profiles
of their wards. Open discussions about so-
cial network protocols and eticquetted would
go a long way in establishing global digital
citizenship and healthy behavior
